Set up 
during the first 30 minutes of practice and lasting for 2 hours. This gives folks 
time to judge.  
 Each contest has a theme and some of them require simple documentation. 
For example: the July theme is Wool, Linen or Silk. So you would enter any 
type item made from one (or all) of these fibers; it can be garb, pouch, rug or 
embroidery etc. as long as the main fiber is one of these three! 
 
 La Bottega, pronunciation [boh-tey-guh]  ïnoun:  the studio of a master artist, 
in which lesser artists, apprentices, or students learn by participating in the 
work.  
 
 General Rules: 
All entries will list SCA time period, country/region of origin & materials used  
Entries should be newly made this year. You are honor bound not to fib on this 
point.  
Bottega contests are open to all but only the SunDragon List will get the de-
tails  
Documentation similar to what Highlands is using  
If an item wins at a Bottega, it may not be entered in another one  
Youth category is for those 16 and under  
Winners announced later the same day and will receive their prizes at the next 
court  
 
3 prizes: People's choice, Peer's choice, Baron/Baroness choice  
If FP is cancelled, there will be 2 themes next month 
No Bottega planned for June or December. 2010 themes to be announced in
