To start we have two metals, these are Or--gold (yellow) and argent--
silver(white). Then we go to the five colors, gules--red, azure--blue, vert--
green, purpure--purple, and sable--black. The main thing to remember is 
that you don't put a color on a color, or a metal on a metal. A silver sun on 
a gold background is very hard to see and remember heraldry was meant 
to be seen at a distance at least 20 feet away, now a gold/Or sun on a 
blue/azure background we can all say is easy to see, we look at it all the 
time. In the next couple of months I'll be adding little tips in the Chronus 
like this and if you like them I'll make them a fixture.
